*MAIN FABRIC-cotton fabric big enough to cut a 9 1/2” x 14” rectangle (you can use an old 

sheet or pillow case, or button down shirt if you don’t have any fabric)

* FELT (if you don’t have it you can use a cut up T shirt) these fabrics work best for the nose 
and any other face details you design. 

if you don’t already have felt around i think this is a great investment for all kids of crafting!

*SCISSORS-a pair that can cut fabric well.

and they are made for kids!

*NEEDLE-with large hole (the hole is called the eye of the needle), so it will be easy to thread the 

embroidery floss or yarn.  you will see you child will be so much happier with a good needle that is 

easy to thread
